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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to collect and
analyse the data in relation to women’s in-
volvement in sports from Minoan till Ro-
man times. The sources used were litera-
ture, inscriptions and works of art of rele-
vant content. Their analysis shows that in
the ancient Hellenic world women were in-
volved in sports only occasionally. For in-
stance unmaried girls took part in religious
ceremonies performing dances and com-
peting in foot races. It is well known that
women were never accepted in ancient
Olympic Games, which remained men’s ter-
ritory until their abolition. During the Ro-
man times, women seem to have parti-
cipated in sports more actively. According
to inscriptions of that era, women competed
in Panhellenic Games, but not in Olympia,
in many other local Games and they often
had duties as gymnasiarchs and agonothetes.
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
